The IntelliGuard 7479 Home Arrest Monitoring system includes an AES-

IntelliNet 7479 wireless subscriber unit and a 7471 locking bracelet unit.

The person being monitored is fitted with the wrist bracelet and the 7479
Monitoring unit is installed in the home. The bracelet unit communicates via

short-range radio with the 7479 Monitoring unit, which sends confirmation

signals via the AES-IntelliNet long-range wireless network to the central
monitoring station. This avoids the availability, reliability and cost problems

associated with cellular and telephone line-based home arrest systems.

Safe and Secure Monitoring Solution

If the person wearing the bracelet unit leaves the monitoring range in the

home, a “signal absent” message is immediately sent to the central monitor-

ing station. When the subject wearing the bracelet returns, a “signal
restoral” message is sent. If the bracelet is cut, a “sensor tamper” signal is

sent and will not be restored until serviced.

Not only is the system used to notify authorities when the offender leaves
their home, it can even be configured so that authorities are notified when

the offender gets close to a victim’s home.

Wireless mesh networking is an
innovative technology adopted by
many industries with applications
that need to communicate data over
a large geographic area with a high
level of reliability at a low total cost
of ownership.

The AES IntelliGuard 7479 Home Arrest Monitoring unit is housed in a

sturdy case. Internal sensors will trigger an alarm if the case is moved or

tampered with. The 7479 is remotely programmable and the monitoring dis-
tance and reporting frequency of test signals is adjustable. The system

self-tests a minimum of once per day. The 7479 signals if the AC power is

interrupted, if a low battery condition exists or if any tamper switches are
activated. If a tamper or absent condition is detected, notification is sent

immediately. When the subject returns, a message is sent to record the

event.
